In addition, 
each sport charges the athlete(s) the cost to cover league 
entry fees, usage of facilities, insurance, uniforms, etc. These 
costs vary by sport and were between $40 and $80 for the 
2011-2012 seasons.  They are expected to stay close to these 
same amounts for the 2012-2013 seasons. These costs do not 
include travel costs.
